Help! The Mission Committee usually displays “prayer
patches” for people to take at the Strawberry Festival...

8 needles, cast on 15 stitches of medium weight yarn.
Then simply knit back and forth till you have about 4 %2
inches (doesn’t have to be exact). You can also use the
standard prayer shawl pattern of k3 p3 — knitting the purls
and purling the knits. It is a fast and easy project — and
please remember to pray or meditate before or during the
knitting... also a great way to use up left-over yarns. Set
the finished product in the basket at the back of the
sanctuary and we will add the tag to accompany it.
